Before leaving Australia,
Chris notified the members of his absence and included the statement; “l have arranged for weather
on the morning of 18 August to be fine/sunny, nil wind and a morning temperature of 18 degrees -
perfect conditions for the event.”

Of course, none of us truly believed Chris would have such affiliation with the recipient of his request.
However, much to our surprise, weather on the day did turn out to be very similar to what ‘had been
arranged’. Amazingly, all but a slightly lower temperature (14) was as requested. Thank you, Chris.

Responsibilities, other than arranging the weather, were transferred to Vice Pres Max McGregor, to
ensure our traditional ‘Tree Service’ would be conducted at the usual high standard. Also, to assist
with other arrangements, Committee Member Geoff Rose, was nominated, to confirm booking and
necessities for the After-Service Luncheon, at the Mail Exchange Hotel.

- thanks again, to Chris), around 200 attended this year’s Shrine Service.
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Naturally, 37 Sgn’s C130 J arrived spot on time, flying directly over the centre flagpole and Cenotaph.

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I wish to also acknowledge the attendance today of Air Force Cadets. | hope you gain inspiration
from the operational excellence of the RAAF in Vietnam.

As is our custom, on each Vietham Veterans Day, we spend time highlighting a key action or
anniversary from the Vietnam War. This year the focus turns to the last 50" anniversary of Australia’s
involvement in the Vietnam War, Operation Babylift, conducted by the RAAF in South Vietnam in
April 1975, as communist forces closed in on Saigon. | will return to Operation Babylift shortly.

Today, as we do on every Vietham Veterans Day, we honour and commemorate the bravery and
sacrifice of all who were intimately involved in the Battle of Long Tan.

On that fateful day in 1966, D Company of 6 RAR and a Kiwi artillery team came in contact with a
vastly numerically superior VC / NVA force, of at least 25 to one, which was assembling to attack
the fledgling and poorly defended Australian Task Force Base at Nui Dat, just a few kilometres west.

What followed was a battle of such significance that the defensive battle fought at Long Tan, has
entered Australian military history folklore.

The enemy was defeated by a well-trained Australian infantry company, the unrelenting and accurate
support from NZ, Australian, and US artillery, critical ammunition resupply by 9 SON helicopters,
flying in atrocious weather, and the timely arrival of Australian APCs carrying infantry reinforcements.
Such was the defeat, that thereafter the enemy seldom confronted the Australians in major battles.

It was a desperately close-run thing. Should the defensive battle fought by D Coy failed, the story
of Australia’s involvement in Vietham may well have had a different and potentially disastrous ending.

It took 50 years of lobbying before the Department of Defence and the Australian government finally
agreed to publicly recognise the Long Tan Heroes. Even then, in my opinion, the individual bravery
awards begrudgingly bestowed were less than adequate. Some senior commanders who had little
or no direct influence on the battle lined up for their gongs, while at the same time downgrading
recommendations for battlefield bravery awards for those who fought the battle.
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The US recognised D Coy 6 RAR in 1968, less than 2 years after Long Tan, with a Presidential Unit
Citation for Gallantry. It took until 2009 for our government to confer its own Citation for Gallantry.

Not the largest battle fought by Australians, but Long Tan left an indelible mark on our Vietnam War
history, and sent an unambiguous message to the enemy about the Australian soldier’s capabilities.

Back to Operation Babylift: despite Governor General Sir Paul Hasluck declaring that Australia’s
involvement ended on 11 January 1973, the humanitarian efforts of the RAAF in 1975 have been
rightfully recognised. A special plaque commemorating Operation Babylift will be placed in the
Remembrance Garden at the National Vietham Veterans Museum Phillip Island.

At a recent reunion of the former orphans, RAAF and QANTAS crews in Canberra to mark the 50th
anniversary, Air Commodore lan Scott (Ret'd), a Navigator during Operation Babylift, said it was
the most well-known RAAF operation of the Vietnam war.

While the focus was on the evacuation of orphans, the operation also included flying in supplies, and
evacuating Vietnamese civilians south as the communist forces advanced towards Saigon. The
situation was chaotic and in one incident, as Viethamese civilians swarmed an aircraft, shots fired
by a panicked Vietnamese guard pierced the tail section. Saigon Embassy staff and Embassy staffs
from Cambodia and Laos were also evacuated, and a return flight to Saigon picked up four RAAF
Embassy Security Guards who had accidentally been left behind.

With infants in cardboard boxes on the floor of the aircraft, and other children on litters, the last C130
taking off from Tan Son Nhut was the last sight of Australia’s involvement in the Vietnam War.

Operation Babylift may well be the best-known RAAF activity, but the RAAF effort in Vietham was
critical to Australia’s war effort. The sight and sound of RAAF aircraft was to become a regular and
comforting experience for the Australian ground forces in Vietnam. The scope of operations are not
necessarily well known to those outside the RAAF. So, | believe a quick snapshot is warranted.

RAAF 79 SQN Sabre jets provided local air defence at Ubon Airbase, Thailand, from 1962 to 1968.

As early as May 1963, and long before the first Australian combat troops were committed, Dakota
aircraft from RAAF base Butterworth dropped supplies to displaced Montagnard tribespeople.

RAAF Transport Support Flight Vietnam, renamed 35 SQN and known as Wallaby Airlines, arrived
in 1964. They carried troops, supplies, animals, civilians, you name it.

Troops aboard HMAS Sydney enroute to Vietnam in mid-1965 and twice in 1966 would have been
unaware that 10 and 11 SQN Neptunes flew maritime reconnaissance, ahead of the ship, fully armed
and authorised to deal with any threats. When in Thai airspace, the Neptunes also occasionally
provided early warning of surface to air missile launches to US aircraft operating over North Vietnam.

C130 A and E model Hercules transports of 36 and 37 SQNs flew supply missions to / from Vietnam,
medevac flights from Vung Tau to Butterworth, and on to Australia, carrying over 300 patients and
the bodies of servicemen killed in Vietham. RAAF Nurses tended to the patients enroute.

RAAF pilots flew Forward Air Control missions in US aircraft from 1966, and RAAF pilots flew US F4
Phantom reconnaissance and ground attack aircraft.

RAAF 9 SQN Huey helicopters were stationed at Vung Tau Air Base from 1966 and provided close
support to the Australian task force with slicks, bushranger gunships and dust-off helicopters.

Canberra Bombers of 2 SQN were stationed at Phan Rang US Airbase from 1967, accompanied by
RAAF Airfield Defence Guards.

So, on this 50th anniversary of Operation Babylift and the 59th anniversary of the battle of Long Tan,
we remember with gratitude all those who served and suffered and who made the supreme sacrifice.
LEST WE FORGET

(Bob’s ‘snapshot’ of RAAF Ops was outstanding and informative — deserving of a ‘BIG Thank You’)
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At 11:12 am, the Shrine Guard and RAAF Guard were then called to take their posts, in preparation
for the Wreath Laying Ceremony.

Somehow, VVAA Vic hierarchy become aware that “Yours Truly’
was one of the 200 RAAF personnel deployed to Vietham during
final month of the war and had participated in Operation Babylift.

I was most surprised but extremely honoured, when offered the
opportunity to recite The Ode, on VV Day.

On completion of the wreath laying ceremony, | received the call
from MC Peter Meehan. While walking out, | was thinking of
the The Ode, but was still fascinated and most appreciative of
Bob Elworthy’s informative ‘snapshot’ of the RAAF Units and
their operations. Despite the protocol, | just could not resist the
urge to acknowledge Bob and thank him for his very enlightening
words - which | am sure educated many people. Then | recited
The Ode.

A Surge in Tax Scams

The ATO has reported a 300% increase in email scams compared to 2024. They often involve fake
messages to trick recipients into releasing personal information, leading to identity theft and finacial fraud.

Tax refund

o A scam where scammers claim you are owed a tax refund and ask for your personal
details and or a fee to process it.

¢ A scam where scammers create a false sense of urgency by claiming you have a tax
debt, and threaten of potential arrest or fine if you don™ pay.

¢ A scam where scammers create fake websites or social ads offering te provide an TEN
or ABM fee for a fee.

ATO impersonator

o A scam where scammers impersonate the ATO.

Red Flags to Watch For

Commoeon warning signs include:

Urgent or threatening language: Pressure to act immediately to avoid penalties.

Unusual email addresses or links: Email addresses that don't match otficial ATO domains
ar contain misspellings.

Ask for personal information or payments: Requests for sensitive details.

Spelling or grammar mistakes: Errors that indicate the message isn’t from a professional
SOUrCe.

Be cautious of emails or SM5 messages that include hyperlinks or QR codes directing you to
log in to online services; the ATO has stated they will never send unsolicited messages with
such links.

Reporting Suspicious Activity

If you suspect you've received a scam message:

Do not engage: Avoid clicking on links or providing personal information.

Report it: Forward the email or SMS to ReportScams@ato.gov.au.

Verify with the ATO: Contact the ATO directly at 2800 008 240 or visit their Verify or
report a scam page.

Protecting Your Financial Data

To safeguard your personal and financial informaticn during tax season:

Use official channels: Only access ATO services by typing the URL directly into your
browser (e.g., ato.gov.au).
Enable multi-factor authentication (MFA): Add an extra layer of security to your myGow
and email accounts.
Keep software up to date: Ensure yvour devices have the latest security updates and
antivirus protection. Tools like Trend Micro's Secuority Suite Pro Plus can help protect
against malware, viruses, ransomware and other threats.
Avoid public Wi-Fi: Refrain from accessing sensitive information over unsecured
networks.

Australia buried 23 F-111 aircraft due to the presence of asbestos in their fuselages, which
posed health risks during dismantling. The remaining 13 aircraft were preserved in aviation
museums and RAAF air bases.

Background on the F-111

The F-111 Aardvark was a supersonic, all-weather medium-range strike aircraft that served in the
Royal Australian Air Force (RAAF) from 1973 until its retirement in December 2010. After its
operational career, the decision was made regarding the fate of the remaining aircraft

Reasons for Burial

Asbestos Hazard: The fuselages of the F-111s were constructed using bonded panels that
contained asbestos, a hazardous material known to cause serious health issues, including cancer.
The Australian government determined that attempting to remove the asbestos would be too
dangerous and costly.

Secure Disposal Requirement: The burial of the aircraft was part of an agreement with the United
States, which required the secure disposal of the retired planes. This decision was met with
disappointment from aviation enthusiasts and the public, who preferred to see the aircraft preserved.

Burial Process: Between November 21 and 23, 2011, the 23 F-111 aircraft were buried at the
Swanbank landfill site near Ipswich, Queensland. The wings, stabilizers, and tails were removed
and sent for scrap, while only the fuselages were buried.

Not the most elegant way to be transported to your ‘final resting place’.
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The precise GPS coordinates of each aircraft have been recorded to ensure the site is marked as

off-limits for future excavation.

Conclusion: burial of the aircraft in Australia was primarily driven by safety concerns related to
asbestos exposure and the need for secure disposal as per military agreements with the USA. While
the decision was controversial, it reflected the government's commitment to protecting public health
and adhering to international obligations.
